- lilith the death at 92 of ny nother lfrrs. E.L.Claremont,
there passes the last of the original found.ers of the
first League of Nations - not ihe League of irTations
Union, formed. to popularise and support it - but the
League itself, its id.ea and the draft constitution cÍr-
culated privately to all governments, which was later
incorporated vith hard.ly a change in the fj-nal peace
treaty. Historians may be interested to note that in a
d.rawing-room meeting ca11ed- by I',[rs- Clarenont early in
the 191 4 var, a "stud;r cornrnltteetr rras appointed, to sit
during the war itself so that a practical plan should
be read.y nhen peace came for naking future ï,rars impos-
sible, or at any rate more d-ifficult. Thi-s connittee re-
d"uced. itself to four men which met persistently and.
regularl],- at Lbs. Claremontts instance - I alnost said.
insistenee, for she lÍas a slngularly beautj-ful and
d.etermined. wor.ran vhose fervent ryifl nade up for her
lack of intellectual qualifications, nhichr as she said
herself , I'the men could. supply't til1, by sheer hard
r,rork, they had hamrnered out clause by clause a plan for
peace to which no exception could be talren. It was kept
d.eliberately fron press and platforn tili the time
should. be opportune, since too early a discussion in
public night have aroused, hostilities on the grounds of
pacif icisn,, or def eatism, arrd when peace-talk bega-n it
was hailed as the thing for rzhich all were seeki-ng.
